VITAL RECORDS DOCUMENTS

Documents must be submitted starting from your father/mother and end with the applicant. 
Vital records must be certified originals, long form, legalized by the apostille & accompanied by an Italian translation on plain paper.  
Long form certificates must be requested & are not the standard issued certificate.
Long Form Birth Certificates contain parent’s: full name, date and place of birth
Long Form Marriage Certificates contain parent’s full name, date and place of birth and number of previous marriage (or legal status before marriage)




Vital Records Issued by Italian Authorities 


Father or Mother

· [bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Historical Certificate of Citizenship (Certificato storico di Cittadinanza) issued by the competent Italian Comune. (Original)

· Historical Certificate of Residence (Certificato di residenza storico) issued by the competent Italian Comune. The residence in Italy must be continuous and must have occurred after the parent acquired Italian citizenship and before the birth of the child applying for citizenship (Original).




Vital Records Issued by USA Authorities

· Birth Certificate: issued by the competent Vital Statistics Office of the State/Country where the event took place. It should be a Long Form or Full Form Original, with exact place of birth (not only the County), parent’s full name, date/age and place of birth. Long form certificate must be requested and is not the standard issued certificate. Legalized by the Apostille & Translation of Document only.
· BIRTH’S OUTSIDE OF A MARRIAGE must be presented with the long form certificate along with an Acknowledgement of Paternity, legalized by the Apostille and accompanied by an Italian translation on plain paper.

· Judgment of adoption, in the case of a child adopted as a minor

· Marriage Certificate:  issued by the competent Vital Statistics Office of the State/Country where the event took place. It should be a Long Form or Full Form Original, with parents’ full names, groom and bride’s date/age and place of birth and number of previous marriages (or legal status before marriage). If the marriage certificate does not contain this information, an “Application to License”/“Marriage License” should be added. In most of U.S. this paper is called “MARRIAGE RECORD”. Legalized by the Apostille & Translation of Document only.

Applicants must submit all decrees issued by a Court (such as Decree of Change of Name, Decree of Change of Gender, Decree of Adoption, Decree of Divorce, etc.) which must be legalized by the Apostille and accompanied by a translation into Italian


Vital Records Non-Italian Authorities, Non-USA Authorities

All these documents must comply with the local regulations on the legalization of documents, they must be translated into Italian and the translation certified by the Italian Consulate/Embassy in the Country where the documents were issued.
For information on how a document should be legalized in its Country of origin you can check the website of the competent Italian Consulate/Embassy (a list of all the Italian Embassies and Consulates can be found at www.esteri.it (“Farnesina” - “Rappresentanze Diplomatiche” - “Ambasciate e Consolati” – Country).



ATTENTION
The documentation submitted must be complete and correct, therefore it is recommended to double check each document in detail (names, last names, date and place of birth).
In case of any discrepancy or mistake, in addition to the incorrect document, the applicant must submit an official amendment of it released by the local authority.
The application with incomplete/incorrect documentation will be returned to the applicant. 
After that time, in order to re-submit the application a NEW APPOINTMENT WILL BE REQUIRED.
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
